Anekceit Mypatos

The main idea of this pavilion is to
express the image of a city which, in
the words of the project’s authors,
“turns the disadvantages of crowded
co-existence into the advantages of
the mutual enrichment of different
cultures and free exchange of informa-
tion.” Given the desire to do so, it is
possible to see echoes of the
Aristotelian (i.e. traditional European)
understanding of the city as a ‘unity
of dissimilars’ and of Mao’s famous
slogan, ‘Let 100 flowers bloom, let 100
schools compete with one another.’
The allusions to the great helmsman
are reinforced by the use of a busy
floral ornament in the interiors of the
pavilion.

Accordingly, the city is a kind of
‘one hundred in one’. Or to be more
exact, not one hundred, but 128. For
this is the number of 5 x 5-metre lay-
out modules. Considering the serious-
ness with which the Chinese treat
numerology, this number takes on a
special significance, being twice 64 -
which is the number of hexagram
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symbols, representing all the diversi-
ty of life situations, in the Ancient
Chinese Book of Changes...
